Flexibility, strength and high quality at automated production prices

“Tomorrow’s House” from Tomorrow’s Energy timber panel system is
a 300 mm module system (up to 1200mm).
You can design any type of rectangular structure based on this system.
The panels are joined through a “tongue & groove” system fastened
with screws or nails. The concept behind this modular approach is
similar to the famous Lego® system as building blocks.

Our partners Tomoku Hus under Japanese management and ownership
manufacture the panels in Sweden from sustainable sources.

The panels are constructed of a 9.2 mm Masonite high quality
fibre board, a 45x145 mm stud frame of Swedish high quality Spruce,
145 mm insulation made of 80% recycled glass and mineral sand,
a thick plastic sheet and finally a 9.5 mm high quality Plywood board.
The overall U-value is 0.29 W/m².K for a panel without window.

The windows are produced in the same factory and are made of
high quality Pine with a triple glaze unit filled with Argon giving an
overall U-value of 1.2 W/m².K.  The windows are side guided, opening
outward and will all turn 180° for easy cleaning.
